Meiji - Taisho Periods

During the Edo Period, there were six villages and
falconry fields in the area of today's Toda City. A boat
station was located in the intersection of Nakasendo
Highway and Arakawa River which was bustling with
people.

Saitama Prefecture was established during the Meiji
Period, and the first Toda Bridge (wooden) was
completed in 1875.

Since the Taisho Period, the bridge has been replaced
by the second Toda Bridge (wooden bridge) in 1912
and the third Toda Bridge (truss iron bridge) in 1932.

Arakawa River was prone to flooding.
Therefore, in the early Showa Period,
construction work began on the Sanryo
drainage canal to prevent flooding in the basin.
The Toda Boat Course that was created by
harnessing this construction work was
supposed to be utilized for the 1940 Tokyo
Olympic Games. However, the Olympic Games
were cancelled due to World War 1.

Following the end of the war, public facilities
such as schools were developed, and Toda City
was founded in 1966. It became the 24th city
to be municipalized in Saitama Prefecture.
